Continue north out of De Smet on Hwy 25 for 34 miles to Hwy 212.

Turn right and go 1 mile and then go left to stay on Hwy 25.

Continue north for 33 miles to Webster.

On the north side of Webster, Intersection of Hwy 25 and Hwy 12;


Fuel - Premium gas at Clark Station on the right

Food - A & W and Pereboom Cafe on this corner. Pizza Hut a little farther east.



 Galley Steak House a little west of corner.
Motels – Galley Motel and Holiday Motel a little west of corner if you turn this into a
